Subject: Emergency Protests at Flotilla killing in UK and across Europe

Israeli forces killed 20 unarmed civilians on board Gaza aid flotilla.
In response to this brutality of Israel civilians across Europe have taken to the street led by The Palestine Solidarity Campaign (PSC).  
 Around 10,000 Turks are marching from Israel's Consulate in Istanbul toward the city's main square, shouting slogans denouncing Israel after 10 pro-Palestinian activists were reported killed and dozens wounded by Israeli forces, Turkish NTV reports.

Here in UK, several Emergency Protests are called by the Palestine Solidarity Campaign in UK today (Monday 31 May). Thousands of civilians belonging to multi-ethnic groups in London are marching the streets of London since 11am OUTSIDE THE FOREIGN OFFICE, WHITEHALL. A second protest demo is taking place at DOWNING STREET since 2pm and the third one is organised to take place at  5PM OUTSIDE the BBC HQ (Oxford Road) in MANCHESTER on the same day. 
As sources confirmed, 20 unarmed civilians on board the international humanitarian aid flotilla to Gaza have been killed by Israeli naval forces.

Israeli commandos descending from helicopters stormed the six-boat flotilla in the early hours of Monday (31) morning, while it was in international waters, about 90 miles (150km) from Gaza, where Israel has no jurisdiction.

The death toll rose steadily from around 2am. Dozens more have been injured.
A Turkish website showed video of pandemonium on board one of the ships, with activists in orange life jackets running around as some tried to help an activist apparently unconscious on the deck. The site also showed video of an Israeli helicopter flying overhead and Israeli warships nearby
Israel had declared it would not allow the ships to reach Gaza and had offered to transfer the aid to Gaza from an Israeli port. Israeli naval commandos raided the ships while they were in international waters after ordering them to stop about 80 miles (130 kilometers) from Gaza's coast, according to a pro-Palestinian activist in Greece involved in the aid mission.
The al-Jazeera satellite channel reported by telephone from the Turkish ship leading the flotilla that Israeli navy forces fired at the ship and boarded it, wounding the captain.
"These savages are killing people here, please help," a Turkish television reporter said.

The broadcast ended with a voice shouting in Hebrew, "Everybody shut up!"

European and Turkish parliamentarians, and citizens from countries including the USA, Malaysia and across Europe were on board the flotilla, attempting to break the siege.
The Free Gaza Movement, an international group of pro-Palestinian activists, claims the blockade, imposed three years ago after the militant Islamic Hamas group overran Gaza, is unjust and a violation of international law.

News of the attack sparked violent protests in Turkey, which had unofficially supported the aid mission and has been vocally critical of Israeli military operations against Palestinians in Gaza.

Police blocked dozens of stone-throwing protesters who tried to storm the Israeli consulate in Istanbul. The CNN-Turk and NTV televisions showed dozens of angry protesters scuffling with Turkish police and shouting, "Damn Israel."

Here in UK, the Palestine Solidarity Campaign (PSC), an independent, non-governmental and non-party political organisation with members from communities across the UK have taken various protest programs including street march and mass-signatures to create pressure on British Prime Minister to 'say no' to Israeli occupation of Palestine. PSC seeks to bring pressure on both the British and Israeli government to bring their policies in line with international law. 
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
